CHECK-IN OPENING

2. Jesus spoke to the woman at the well when others would not have. How would you have felt if you
were the Samaritan women?

3. Jesus showed grace to the woman at the well. How can we show grace to those who may be different
from us?

CONNECTION POINT:

We do not deserve God's love. We disobeyed him, and we continue to make mistakes. But that is where
grace comes in. Grace is rewarding our behavior, especially when we do not deserve it. Jesus saved us
from our sins, even though that meant he had to die. But he loves us so much that he was willing to make
that sacrifice. And even though we still sin, we are forgiven every time, and we will get to meet God one
day!

GET THIS:
-Well cut out
-Circle
-Water drops
-Scissors
-Glue
-Markers

DO THIS:

-Cut out the well, circle, and water drops along the thick outer lines
-Color the well and circle to look like stones and water

-Fold along the thick line where the tabs are

-Cut each tab so it looks like fringe

-Glue the tab on the side so the well is a circle

-Glue the tabs along the bottom to the circle so it stands up on it's own
-Accordion fold the water drops and glue them together in a long strand
-Glue the side with "If" to the bottom of the well so the water flows out!

Jesus is our living water!
