GET THIS:

DO THIS:

Read the Bible story and answer the discussion questions below.

REVIEW QUESTIONS:

1. Can you think of a time God helped you? How can you say thank you to Him?
2.What does Paul tell us to do when we feel happy or sad?

3. Why do you think God wants us to be thankful in all things?
4. What is the memory verse today? (See section above)
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CRAFT

GET THIS:

Thankful tree page, thankful leaves page, markers, glue
DO THIS:

1.Cut the leaves: Take the paper leaves and carefully cut them out. On each leaf, either write or draw something you are
thankful for.

2.Glue the leaves: Take your tree (trunk and branches) and glue your leaves onto it wherever you like. Make your tree full
and colorful!

3.Write your name: Flip your leaf over and write your name on the back so we know who made it.

CONNECTION POINT:

God loves it when we talk to Him! One of the ways we can talk to God is by thanking Him for all the good things in our lives.
When we tell God we are thankful, we are showing Him that we trust Him and remember all the ways He takes care of us.
Just like we tell our family ‘thank you’ when they do something nice, we tell God ‘thank you’ for His love, for our families, for
friends, and for all the blessings He gives us every day.

GET THIS:
Grattitude slips, marker, stappler
DO THIS:

1.Set Up: Have the shepherd sit at a table (or tables) with the children gathered around. Make sure you have the strips of
paper and something to write with.

2. Ask and Listen: Go around to each child and ask, “What are you thankful for?” Let each child share one thing.

3. Write It Down: The shepherd writes down each child’s response on a strip of paper as well as that childs name.

Make the Chain: lope the paper strip into a circle and staple it. Then, link the next strip through the previous circle, forming a
chain.

Display the Chain: Continue until all the children’s thankful items are on the chain.

CONNECTION POINT:

Look at our Thankfulness Chain! Each paper shows something someone is thankful for. When we link them together, it
reminds us that all the good things God gives us connect us to each other. Even though we are each thankful for different
things, we are all thankful to God, and that makes us part of a big, happy chain of love and gratitude!
